• 420 ha of old Red Spruce, Tolerant 
Hardwoods, and White Pine forest is found 
in this Candidate Conserved Area.

•• The site features 115 ha of øoodplains, 
riparian habitat, lakes, and streams, 
including Lake Anthony and Newton 
Lakes that provide habitat for Rainbow 
Smelt, Atlantic Salmon, and Brook Trout.

• There are a number of waterfalls along 
Lake Anthony Brook.

•• Wet terrain provides a home to two 
carnivorous plants, the Northern Pitcher 
Plant and the Spoon-leaved Sundew.
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
